Learning to read begins long 

before children start school. 

Current research shows that 

early childhood experiences 

have a great impact on brain 

development and a childõs abil-

ity to learn language and liter-

acy skills. When parents and 

caregivers read to children, they 

help develop these skills. The 

earlier you begin, the better 

language and reading skills they 

will develop.  Children who 

grow up in a stimulating envi-

ronment where parents and 

other caregivers talk and read to 

them are more likely to become 

fluent and eager readers. 

This hour-long workshop is 

designed to show parents 

and caregivers how to iden-

tify the six pre-reading skills 

children must know before 

they can learn to read. Weõll 

explore the Marion & Ed 

Hughes Public Libraryõs 

books, programs and other 

resources that will help par-

ents and caregivers under-

stand what  to read to infants, 

toddlers and preschoolers. 

Weõll also discuss how to use 

those tools to help your child 

develop those early literacy 

skills.

Donõt worry!  Sudoku requires no calculations or arithmetic skills.  It is essentially a game of placing numbers in squares, using very 

simple rules of logic and deduction. It can be played by children and adults and the rules are very simple.  The objective of the game is 

to fill all the blank squares in a game with the correct numbers.  There are three very simple constraints to follow.   

In a 9 by 9 square Sudoku game: 

Every row of 9 numbers must include all of the digits 1 through 9 in any order.  

Every column of 9 numbers must include all of the digits 1 through 9 in any order.  

Every 3 by3 subsection of the 9 by 9 square must include all of the digits 1 through 9 in any order. 

In summary, the SUDOKU RULE is: Complete the sudoku puzzle so that each and every row, column, and region contains the numbers 

one through nine only once.
